e Before you jump for joy when you receive an email about inheriting millions, call

BBB to check it out.

Scam-
mers send millions of fake checks out each year. Check with your bank or BBB before
you deposit it, so you don’t get taken.

e Remember — “FREE” rarely turns out to be free.
