The 
FAFSA, Free Application for Federal Student Aid, is used 
to determine a student’s eligibility for scholarships, grants, 
work-study opportunities, and any other available sources 
of financial aid.  

The 2024-25 FAFSA includes major updates from         
previous versions. During FAFSA Day at South Piedmont, 
the College’s financial aid experts will work one-on-one 
with attendees to help them complete the application. The 
event is open to anyone planning to go to college, regardless 
of whether they intend to study at South Piedmont.  

“This is a community service event. The new FAFSA is 
significantly different from the applications that students 
and their families may have completed in the past. Our          
financial aid staff members will work alongside attendees, 
answering their questions and helping them to submit the 
form, making the whole process easier and less stressful,” 
said South Piedmont’s Director of Financial Aid Kerstin Alston.

Multiple Vehicles and Business Broken Into,  
Juvenile Suspect Arrested and in Custody

Between approximately 3:00 p.m. on Monday, January 22 and 5:00 a.m. on January 23, 
the Town of Wadesboro experienced an unprecedented crime spree. During these fourteen 
hours three vehicles were stolen, one business was damaged in an attempted breaking 
and entering, and more than thirty vehicles were entered and searched for valuables. 

Officers were able to quickly identify and apprehend the person(s) responsible for this 
crime spree. Due to the age of the offender(s), the Wadesboro Police Department was 
not able to release any identifying information. 

Wadesboro Police Chief Brandon Chewning said, “The unfortunate reality is that almost 
all these crimes could’ve been prevented by removing the keys and locking the vehicle. 
Perpetrators are simply looking for a quick in-and-out provided by an unlocked vehicle. 
Just as in this incident, criminals will go through parking lots and down streets checking 
door handles. If a vehicle is locked, they will likely move on to the next one unless             
valuables are left in plain sight.” 

Chief Chewning continued, “With the community’s help, we can reduce these crimes 
of opportunity and make our town a better place to work, live, grow, and raise our children.” 

Chewning concluded, “I would also like to thank the community and officers for              
remaining vigilant and working together to quickly resolve this issue and continuing to 
make Wadesboro better everyday.”
