Think You May be Eligible for WIC?
WIC is a nutritional supplemental program for pregnant, postpartum or breastfeeding

women, infants and children under 5 years of age.  To be eligible for WIC you must live
in North Carolina.  If you receive Medicaid, Work First Families Assistance or SNAP you
automatically meet the income eligibility requirements.

A family may be eligible for WIC based on your household income, even if you do NOT
receive Medicaid, Work First Families Assistance or SNAP.  The following list is income
guideline that went into effect June 1, 2015.
• Family of 1 - monthly income $ 1,815 - weekly income $ 419
• Family of 2 - monthly income $ 2,456 - weekly income $ 567
• Family of 3 - monthly income $ 3,098 - weekly income $ 715 
• Family of 4 - monthly income $ 3,739 - weekly income $ 863
• Family of 5 - monthly income $ 4,380 - weekly income $1,011
• Family of 6 - monthly income $ 5,022 - weekly income $ 1,159
• Family of 7 - monthly income $ 5,663 - weekly income $ 1,307
• Family of 8 - monthly income $ 6,304 - weekly income $ 1,455

694-9844.  The WIC office is located at 110 Ashe Street in Wadesboro, and office hours
are Monday through Friday 8:30 a.m. to 12 noon and 1 to 5 p.m.

(NCDOI) will be initiating an examination of the company to monitor compliance with
statutes and regulations.

Since January 4 NCDOI has received more than 1,000 complaints from BCBSNC cus-
tomers related to issues such as overbilling, inability to verify effective coverage, and lack
of a way to pay premiums due to company system errors.
