Dry Needling is a form of Physical Therapy used for pain relief. In Dry Needling
treatment, a Physical Therapist uses a thin filiform needle to penetrate the skin and
stimulate both the peripheral nervous system and underlying sensitive spots in the
muscles called myofascial trigger points. Dry needling can be a powerful "reset" tool
for the pain cycle when used to treat soft tissue pain and dysfunction. Optimally,
dry needling is used in conjunction with a comprehensive therapy plan to include
manual techniques and therapeutic exercise.

Dry needling has the capability to quickly reduce pain, improve range-of-motion,
and restore function to a patient.
