Council Approved New Strategic Plan 
 

At its annual meeting on Thursday, March 18, the AEDC board approved a new 
strategic plan offering guidance for the next five years. The plan calls for the             
continued development of the Wadesboro Industrial and Atlantic Gateway Logistics 
parks, including a shell building for each, an extension of utilities servicing the Anson 
74 Rail Park north of the railroad line at Kitty Bennett road, the study of a new          
industrial park in either the northern or western area of the county, the extension 
of the REV concept to the Peachland-Polkton area, support for new commercial 
and residential development, and an analysis of the airport and the land surrounding 
it in light of the opportunities potentially created by a Wadesboro bypass. 

The strategic plan also includes aggressive job and investment goals for the 5-year period.
