Name.”  Vancine Sturdivant stated that each time she thinks of the goodness of the
Lord and how her Angel, William, wrapped his wings around her and protected her
during her head-on collision, it only makes her want to volunteer more to help others.

The guest speaker for the event will be Norvita Denise Bell of Charlotte.  Bell is
committed to living out one of her favorite scriptures as recorded in Proverbs 3: 5-6;
