    Mr. David Lawrence
Trotti passed away on July
7, 2015, at CMC-Union in
Monroe.
   A memorial service to
celebrate David’s life
was held on Saturday,
July 11, 2015, at Leavitt
Funeral Home.
    Born in Newton, Texas
to Lynette Moorman Trotti
and Bernis Charles Trotti
on November 25, 1937,
David lived his early life
around Dayton, Texas
where he enjoyed a special
relationship with his grand-
mother Ide Jackson
Sanders and a close asso-
ciation with an aunt, Dora
Varnado, and cousins of
Alvin, Texas.  In Alvin he
courted and married his
beloved surviving wife of
54 years, Jonny Lou Bol-
ing Trotti. on January 18,
1961.  The newlyweds
continued their education
at Sam Houston State
Teachers College in
Huntsville, TX, where
David, active in ROTC,
earned a B.S. in Sociol-
ogy.

history and his genuine in-
terest in his students.
    Though David’s military
career was dominant in his
life, his unfailing love and
care for his family was first
in his heart.  The Trottis
partnered in establishing a
home in Morven, raising
his three surviving children,
daughter Davi Lou Trotti of
Morven, now serving with
the Mercy Ships providing
medical services to East
African countries, and two
sons, John Charles Trotti
of Morven, whose career
has included 20 years with
the US Navy as a cryptolo-
gist and currently as a chef,
and Paul Lawrence Trotti,
a professional nurse in
Moorehead, MN.
