How:  Set up a transportation appointment by calling Grace Senior Center at 
704-694-6616. The older adult and driver must meet at Grace Senior Center 
in person to apply for the voucher program. All details of the program will be 
discussed at the appointment. 

Cost:  During the application process the mileage reimbursement will be 
discussed.

Every year children and pets die from heatstroke in cars, either because they were left 
or became trapped.

Secure Your Load

• Secure larger items directly to your vehicle 
• To keep smaller items from flying out, cover them with tarps, nets or covers 
• Don’t overload your vehicle 
• Your vehicle’s load shouldn’t go above the level of your truck or trailer 
• All items should be covered to keep them stable
