2) See Me Safe
3) Be Happy, Be Healthy

Pictures or videos of children using digital devices (computers, cell phones, tablets,
etc.) are not eligible.

Finalists in each of the three categories will be selected by a panel of community
members. Winners in each category will be selected by popular vote on the Anson
County Partnership for Children’s Facebook page. Photo and video submissions will
be accepted through October 31, 2015. Finalists will be posted on the Partnership’s
Facebook page and winners will be announced.

Winners in each category will receive a prize including books and a framed picture
of the submission. Photos will also be submitted for publication in local newspapers,
framed for display at the Partnership and featured in Partnership news releases, Face-
book posts, website posts and other Partnership publications. Visit the Anson County
Partnership for Children’s Facebook page to vote for your favorite photos and videos.

Additionally,
any right to royalties or other compensation arising or related to the use of the photo-
graph is waived. The parent or guardian agrees to hold harmless and release and forever
discharge the Anson County Partnership for Children from all claims, demands, and
causes of action which representatives, executors, administrators, or any other persons
acting have or may have by reason of this authorization.
